INFORMATION: A nine-member Board of Directors governs OWASA. The Chapel Hill Town Council
appoints five, the Carrboro Board of Aldermen appoints two and the Orange County Board of Commissioners
appoints two Board Members. The OWASA Board adopts the annual budget; sets rates, fees and charges based
on cost-of-service principles; approves bond issues to fund capital projects; makes policy decisions; and
appoints the Executive Director, General Counsel and independent auditor.

The Town of Carrboro has two seats on the Orange Water and Sewer Authority Board of Directors. Currently,
Yinka Ayankoya and Robert Morgan are serving as Carrboro’s representatives. Yinka Ayankoya’s first term
expires on June 30, 2019 and she has applied for, and is eligible, for reappointment. Yinka Ayankoya is the
current chair of the OWASA Board of Directors. A letter from her and information regarding the OWASA
Board are attached. Appointments to full terms are for three years.

A total of five applications were received from David Alban, Yinka Ayankoya, David Cottingham, Robert
Glosson, and Kristen Vitro.

A ballot will be provide for the Board during the meeting.
